House Bill 1046

When the state is allows kids and teenagers  carry  guns it is opening the door for massacre in schools and sending  the message that violence is legal.

“The expression  avid hunter means that someone loves to kill.”, says Frank L. Hoffman , a Jewish-United Methodist Pastor 

“However, to take pleasure in the death of another being is MURDER even if that being is a non-human. If a person is killing for food, and there is no other way of obtaining any food, and he or she is truly sorry about having to kill, then ethically such an act is not considered to be murder. But such a scenario is rarely the case. We need to wake up to the fact that hunting, as we know it, is not a sport, but a form of socially acceptable murder.
