Dear Ms Austin,
We would like to thank you for your terrific concert last month in Indianapolis.

Your performance was  great. 

We believe in free speech, and  we believe in education.

You made a comment about how elegant  Hoosier women were dressing for your concert, but you did not see their fur-coats.

Some  people and I  were shocked that night; we haven’t see so many fur -coats together.

The fur ads you might see in magazines and commercials portray fur coats as a symbol of elegance. But these ads fail to show how the original owners of these coats met their gruesome deaths. 

Millions of fur-bearing animals including foxes, raccoons, minks, coyotes, bobcats, lynxes, opossums, nutria, beavers, muskrats, otters, and others are killed each year on fur farms by anal and vaginal electrocution and in the wild by drowning, trapping, or beating. 

We have in Indiana a strong campaign against fur coats.

Why do many women wear so many fur-coats?

We believe there  two basic reasons:

1 -  Lack of education. They do not know about millions of animals—including chinchillas, foxes, minks, and raccoons—who suffer and die on fur farms. The fur industry remains completely self-regulated, which means that animals are kept in crowded, filthy wire cages, where they often develop neurotic behaviors and become sick or wounded, and fur farmers kill them by breaking their necks while they are fully conscious or by using anal or genital electrocution. 

2 - They suffer mental health  problems: Anxiety, bipolar disorder, dissociation, chemical dependency, personality disorder, schizophrenia. Most women who wear fur have bad marriage and they are victims of domestic violence.

We would like to invite  you  to join us  in fighting against cruelty to animals, and fighting against the poor mental conditions our women face in our state , our country  and around the world.
